Character Counts! - Kim Kuchenbrod

The Program "Character Counts!" was presented by Kim Kuchenbrod, Independent
Consultant with Vermilion Advantage. Character Counts! is a National Coalition of Schools
and Non-Profit Organizations run by the Josephson Institute of Ethics, based in Los Angeles.

The program includes teaching the Six Pillars of Character: Trustworthiness, Respect,
Responsibility, Fairness, Caring & Citizenship. The local program has been expanded to
include all Vermilion County youth, with the local Workforce Clusters paying for the
program. Businesses are given surveys as to what they expect from the future workforce and
it appears that Ethics is at the top, even before skills.

She stated that over 800 youth from the area attended a kickoff at the Village Mall during
Character Counts! Week, October 16-21, where they listened intently on how to follow the
leader. They all were very receptive to the program concept. A county-wide program is
underway where a Banner depicting one of the Six Pillars will be displayed at a business
somewhere in the community and the contest will be who can identify the location. HAVE
