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Danville Neighborhood Development Manager - John Dreher
John has been with the City for 10 years and is a County Board Member.  He previously 
worked for the Attorney General's Office and was a former Danville City Alderman.  John 
spoke about a Direct Entitlement Program in which federal Community Development Block 
Grant (CDBG) funds are used to rehabilitate homes.  About $980,000 is allocated to the City 
of Danville, of which $100,000 is set aside for rehabs specifically for those with disabilities 
to make their homes accessible or for non-residential locations such as commercial 
businesses, community centers, etc.

Rehabilitations can range from completely remodeled bathrooms and new entrance doorways 
for those using wheelchairs or walking devices to painting dark squares around light switches 
for those with sight impairment to replacing ceiling light fixtures with wall sconces to make 
it easier to replace light bulbs.  The program is open to anyone with a disability who has 
low-moderate income.
