After moving to Danville in 1998, she wanted to slow down so she chose to work as an
adoption counselor for infant adoptions. She soon found out it was not a 9-5 job!

Her agency believes in the concept of open adoptions. CFB does not choose the adoptive
parents like it once did, but rather the adoptive parents and birth parent(s) take a very active
approach to adoptions. They also acts as an intermediary when adoptees search for birth
parents as the law still does not allow adoptees to obtain information on their own.

Cher said the greatest aspect of her job is watching relationships develop and, of course,
holding babies. The hardest thing is when, during the 72 hours period after birth, the birth
mother changes her mind and the baby is taken from the adoptive parent.
