The CASA meets with the child, and forms a bond, 
and also talks to teachers, counselors, doctors, and anyone else involved in 
the child’s life.  

There are currently about 300 children who are wards of the court in 
Vermilion County.  Since the office is new, they are actively seeking people 
to volunteer to train to be a CASA.  They provide 30 hours of special training,  
to equip the volunteer with the skills needed to make a huge difference in a 
child’s future.
